In Year 8, students will continue to learn the language by developing listening, speaking, reading and writing skills in the topic areas listed below.  Students will continue to build competency in Spanish through developing their knowledge of the three pillars of language learning: phonics, grammar and vocabulary. As part of the course, the student’s knowledge of the cultural life in Spanish speaking countries will give them a better understanding of how people live there. Students will learn to understand shorter and longer passages on familiar themes and learn to use the present tense of regular and some irregular verbs/ preterite tense of regular and irregular verbs and use the near future tense.
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
