Subject: Dance Year Group: 10

In Year 10, Students are introduced to the AQA GCSE Dance syllabus. The course is divided into 5 lessons per fortnight, 3 practical and theory. The course is designed
to engage students through encouraging creativity, focusing on practical work which reflects three key aspects for Dance Appreciation, Choreography and
performance

This curriculum has a practical focus, with 6 set professional works to study. The focus of these works looks at professional repertoire, technique and appreciation of
choreographic forms.
